It’s already February! Time to think of hearts and flowers—and Valentine’s Day cards. Exchanging
handmade cards began in America in the early 1700’s. In the 1830’s manufactured cards were
marketed to those who had money to spend. As time went on, the availability of paper and a
universal postal system made Valentines more accessible. The Town of Schuyler Historical Society
has a beautiful card in our Exhibit Room. It’s very lacy and flowery. The inside verse reads: “If 1
could have a comrade to roam the world with me, to visit every country to sail on every sea; then I'd
choose you. If [ could have a comrade to sit at meat with me, to bide at home in quiet, and well
contented be; Then I’d choose you.”

How did February 14 become an important day for love? There are two legends. The first tells a tale
of aa priest named Valentine who lived during the reign of the Roman Emperor Claudius II (circa 200
A.D.) At this time Claudius needed to build up an army but thought that married men would be less
reliable since they would not want to leave their wives and families, therefore, he forbade young men
to marry. Father Valentine defied the emperor and married these young people in the temple, but
Claudius found out, sent Valentine to prison, and sentenced him to die. On the day he died, February
14, 270 A.D. he wrote a letter to a special girl telling her about love. He signed the letter “from your
Valentine”.

The second legend tells of a man named Valentine who let village children play in his garden. He
was imprisoned by the Romans for refusing to worship their gods. During his imprisonment, the
children exchanged notes with him and sent small bouquets of flowers through the prison bars.
Valentine was put to death on February 14.

The Valentine’s card shown above was gifted to the TOS Historical Society many years ago. It
appears to be from the late 1800°s to early 1900’s and is still in perfect condition.

Supervisor Lucenti read the Fire Contract and then signed the contract, followed by signing by President of
the Volunteer Fire Company, John Dickan.

Rich Andino Letter:

Supervisor Lucenti said he received a letter from Richard Andino of Costello, Cooney & Fearon (attorneys)
regarding retaining them for Westgate Sewer & Water District on four lots.

Motion by Szesny, second by Juliano authorizing the Supervisor to sign the letter retaining the law firm of
Costello, Cooney & Fearon for Westgate 4 lots; all in favor.

Resident Comment:
Mark Kislyak and Pavel Kislyak inquired as to a barrier for the gas station/convenience store - they would
like a solid fence. A question was also raised as to drainage and water flow. Lastly, it was requested that
trucks refrain from using jake brakes when entering the business park - the Kislyak's were told that Route 5
is State road, and this would have to be requested through NY State.
Westgate Heights Subdivision:

Don Ehre indicated that he had maps which needed to be signed off by the Planning Board Chairman.

Real Lease - Mark Wolber:

Supervisor Lucenti said he would like Attorney Wolber to look over the lease on the 6500 Chevy Silverado.
He asked him to get in touch with Philip Johnson and go over it.

Letter to New York State Requesting Speed Limit Reduction:

Dog Parking Law - Mark Wolber:
Supervisor Lucenti said the Town Clerk gave him a copy of a Local Law from 2010 that covers every aspect
of the Town. He said he has been talking to Dan Tripoli. If there is a problem with a dog barking, it will go
to the Safety Committee to issue a warning. If it continues there will be a fine - the homeowner will have to
pay. If they don't pay it will be put on the Town & County Tax rolls.
Northland Communications - Phone Service:
Supervisor Lucenti said he had Northland Communications at the Town Office to put in a new phone system.
Northland Communications told him they could not do it, due to the high voltage coming into the building.
They told him the only other way would be to trench and run wire into the building.
West Schuyler Water:
Supervisor Lucenti said all the easements are taken care of; there was one, which will have a go-around. He
said he wanted to thank Anthony Klimek. Supervisor Lucenti said Anthony Klimek walked around and made
some suggestions, for the betterment of the project. They are now waiting on the Health Department. He
said it is close to being put out for bid, and that January is the target date.

If your dog

is due for a rabies vaccination booster during the next year, you must have it boostered now in
order to have a full year license. If you choose not to have your dog vaccinated now, you will still

SRS need to pay the full annual fee and you will need to renew your dog license again after it has
LI[} NSE M[ been vaccinated. Residents need to report any changes in status of ownership (i.e. deceased,

moved, transferred ownership, lost or stolen).

Deg Licensing Requirements

All dogs 4 months of age or older must be licensed. Dog Enumerations (Census) are performed throughout the
Town periodically, and all owners of unlicensed dogs are subject to new fines and penalties, as set forth in the

Town’s Local Laws (see below):
